	Ironic Similes
If something is easy to understand we say that it is clear. We can make a simile to say that is clear by comparing it to a crystal, which is also clear:
It's as clear as a crystal.
We can also use similes in a humorous way to mean the opposite of what we say by choosing a word that completely contrasts with the adjective. For example, if something is confusing we can say:

It's as clear as mud.

Mud is not clear at all so if something is as clear as mud then it is confusing. Here are some more examples:
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	She's as gentle as a pack of wolves.

He's as cuddly as a cactus.

It's as smooth as sandpaper.
