Teachers Script for: Ways to Protect Bird Habitat
Birds, like all other animals, need a place to live, a place to eat, and a place to reproduce. We call this place their habitat. But their habitat is being destroyed so that humans can use the land for other things. Wetlands are being drained to build houses.  And trees are being cut down to make farms. Loss of habitat is a big problem for wild birds.

One way to help birds is to create bird habitat in your own back yard. Birds need food, water and a place to hide. If you plant some berry bushes and make a pond in your yard, you are creating habitat for birds.

Another way to conserve bird habitat is to buy shade-grown coffee. Some coffee grows well in the shade and some grows well in sunlight. The shade-grown coffee is grown on farms with lots of trees. This is a good place for wild birds to live. Farms that grow the sun-grown coffee have almost no trees. And so there is not a lot of habitat for birds.

A third way to conserve bird habitat is to volunteer at a park. Many parks need people to pick up litter. Clean parks are good nesting areas for birds.  
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
