Reported Speech: Whispers and Yells
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	Sometimes, we want to tell other people how somebody said something. When they talk quietly, we call that a whisper.

He whispered that the answer was two.

Note: Whisper and yell are not used for asking questions.


Try these:

“Psst. I need an eraser.”

“Psst. I don’t know the answer to question number three.”

“Psst. I’m hungry.”

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	When people talk really loud, we call that a yell.

He yelled that he was going to quit his job.

Note: We use an exclamation point (!) to indicate yelling, but we don’t use the exclamation point when report what other people yell.
